A memorial service will be held at 11 am on Sunday in the Rod Laver Arena in 
Melbourne. Thank you for all those who have volunteered to assist with this event. 
ï I understand there has been a great response from across the Victorian 
Government. 

The Together for Victoria memorial service can be viewed live from the Sidney 
Myer Music Bowl as well as Waterfront City Docklands.  It will be televised live on 
ABC TV, Network Ten, GTV 9, the Seven Network and Sky News. Radio coverage 
will be transmitted throughout Australia on 3AW and ABC and streamed on the 
internet at www.premier.vic.gov.au.  

Memorial services will also be held in nine other regional and rural locations in 
Victoria: Warragul, Churchill, Yarram, Myrtleford, Beechworth, Bendigo, 
Pakenham, Diamond Creek and Yarra Glen. For details see

The memorial services will honour those who lost their lives in the fires, support 
those who have suffered and recognise the tireless work of our emergency 
services. It will allow us all to reflect and remember this terrible tragedy. 

As a mark of respect and mourning, the Australian flag will be flown at half-mast all 
day on Sunday 22 February from all government offices and establishments. 

The National Day of Mourning will also be an opportunity for us to emerge from 
this tragedy with stronger communities and to begin the next important step ï that 
of rebuilding our schools, kindergartens and communities affected by the 
bushfires.

Hi to all families.  
Weôre all getting back into the swing of things at 
Before & After School Care. For everyone that 
uses the program here are a few reminders: 
 
No Hats ï No play outside.  So if your child is 
prone to leaving their hat in their classroom, 
maybe you can provide them with a spare hat in 
their school bag for use at the program. No child 
can return to their classroom once they have 
arrived at the program.    
 
All children need to be signed in /out by an 
adult over 18 years of age. There is no 
exception to this rule. 
 
All children need to be at Before School Care 
by 8am for breakfast. As we are now having a lot 
of children attending the program in the morning it 
has become an absolute necessity to enforce this 
rule. 
 
All accounts need to be paid within 14 days of 
receipt of statements. This is so some families 
donôt get a build up of fees due and then find 
themselves in a sticky situation.  
 
Late fees will apply to late pickups after 6pm. 
There is no exception to this rule, so if you are 
running late please arrange for your alternate pick 
up person to pick up your child before 6pm. 
 
All families need to be registered with Family 
Assistance Office. This helps our transition to a 
new program with the government for claiming 
Child Care Benefit, even if you are not claiming 
until the beginning of the next financial year you 
still need to register with FAO. See Cathy for 
further details. 

 
For Before School Care we are now fully booked 
for Thursdays & Fridays. There are still some 
vacancies for the other days. 
For After School Care we  have vacancies for all 
days, though Thursdays are currently filling up 
quickly. 
If you wish to book your child in for a permanent 
spot at either of these programs, please see 
Cathy at the program. 
 
Please check the red box at the program for your 
accounts as they are now out. Those families that 
only use the program on a casual basis will find 
their account in the mail.
