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NEWS FROM THE PANTANAL

Over the past week it has been very exciting hearing from Karen Johns in the
Pantanal, in Brazil. Last Thursday Karen had a long session on Skype with all
the Level 3 children. For over half an hour she was talking to the children via
video link on the interactive white board. At that stage Karen had just arrived on |

the second leg of her journey to the Pantanal. The children were able to see

her on the screen and ask her questions. They learnt all about life in Brazil, including the hustle
and bustle of the markets and the sights and sounds of the city streets. Karen is a wonderful
storyteller and was able to describe everything she saw in detail. The children were fascinated and
during this week have been posting questions on the EarthWatch Forum site.

This morning we had visitors from EarthWatch, Victoria Electricity and a photographer from the
Herald Sun. These people came out to watch another Skype session with Karen, however, the
Internet link was down. Resourceful as always, Karen rang us by satellite phone and we discussed
alternative strategies for communicating with the children. So ten minutes later Karen rang back
and we had set up our loudspeakers and microphone. We were able to hear Karen via
microphone, pointed at the telephone, and the children were able to ask questions. At the same
time Sue Withers set up Karen’s EarthWatch site on the interactive whiteboard and, as Karen
spoke, Sue displayed Karen’s photos from the site. So the children could hear Karen describing
the animals that she had seen and been working with and some of the area that she has been
covering in her research. Karen described seeing piranhas jumping out of the water and alligators
and pumas on the riverbanks. She also described the very large otters that she has been counting,
as well as minute frogs that she has also been counting.

The children responded with great enthusiasm and interest to this presentation. Our visitors also
loved the ingenuity of the presentation and were particularly impressed with our children and their
work. Karen will be attempting another Skype session next Monday morning. In the meantime, the

WICKED, The Musical

Yesterday, 46 Level 4 children attended Wicked, The Musical. It was a terrific day and the children
were absolutely enthralled with the performance. They were highly excited on the bus home,
eagerly talking about the “best parts” and the things they were going to tell their families. Again,
their behaviour was exemplary and the teachers involved certainly were very proud of them.

This performance was very special as it involved a pre-performance specially for schools. We had
to enter the theatre at 11.30am for an 11.45am start to this session. During this time the Stage
Manager, Voice Director, Dance Coach, and performers were all on stage doing their warm-ups.
The Stage Manager explained about the props and showed the children how the mechanical wizard
worked and about the special lights all over the stage and on the dragon above. The Dance Coach
talked about the ensemble group as they went through their warm-ups, wearing their ugboots,
trackpants and t-shirts. Later on these performers would turn into monkeys, village people and
citizens of Oz. The Voice Director asked us all to stand up and join with the performers as they did
their voice warm-ups. Our Kalinda children particularly enjoyed this as many of the children are
members of our choir and Krista goes through some of these exercises with them before their
performances and practices. This session was so interesting as none of us had ever seen anything
like this before.

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RECIPE OF THE WEEK!

Cakes with sour cream as an ingredient are reliably moist and have good keeping qualities.
We found this recipe when doing a school project on lemons a couple of years ago and gave it a
try. Apparently the whole class enjoyed it (well no left overs came home)
so | have made it several times since.

§ Prep Time: 15 minutes
§ Cooking Time: 1 and 1/2 hours
§ Keeping Time: 1 week

Lemon Sour Cream Cake

What you need: 2509 butter
2 teaspoons grated lemon rind
2 cups castor sugar
6 eggs
2 cups plain flour
Y4 cup self raising flour
200g carton sour cream

Preheat oven to 160°C. Grease a deep 27cm round cake tin, line base with paper, grease paper.

Cream butter, rind and sugar in large bow! with electric mixer until light and fluffy, beat in eggs one at a time;
beat until combined.

Stir in half the sifted flours with half the sour cream, then stir in remaining flours and sour cream; stir until
smooth. Spread mixture into prepared pan.

Bake in moderately slow oven for about 1 and 1/2 hours. Stand 5 minutes before turning on to wire rack to
cool.

Dust with icing sugar before serving.
