The
Schools' Gateway has now been officially launched as part of the ACMA's new Cybersmart website:
www.cybersmart.gov.au

The Cybersmart website represents a single access point for cybersafety advice across a range of target
audiencesd children, parents, libraries and schools. The site includes comprehensive and practical advice for
parents, interactive learning activities for children and information about safe social networking for teens. The
website also includes a link to the Cybersmart Online Helpline for young people who have had negative
experiences online, such as cyber bullying. The Helpline service is operated by Kids Helpline.

The Cybersmart Schools Gateway offers a wide range of resources for teachers, including guides to assist
schools address cybersafety issues, information about how children and young people of different ages
engage with online technologies (including videos of children explaining their use), extensive teaching
resources (which we will continue to add to), and links to education department guidelines. We will be making
sure our staff are aware of this support material so that we can all be on the same page on these matters.
