Valley.

We all excitedly met at Ringwood Station ready to catch the 8.03am train into Richmond, where we
connected with the V-Line train to Morwell. | have never travelled on a V-Line train before and | was very
impressed at how comfortable it was. It was an extra bonus when the conductor on the train put over an
announcement welcoming the children from Kalinda Primary School and when we disembarked he also put
over another announcement thanking us for travelling on V-Line and wishing us a great day ahead. We felt

Waiting for us at the Morwell Station was the Education Officer
from Power Works who took us by bus to a special display at the
Power Works Head Offices. We then did a tour in the bus to the
open cut coal mine and Hazelwood Power Station.

Then we went to the middle of the urban forest where he played
the didgeridoo and taught us how to do it. Then we were taught
by Murrindindi how to throw a boomerang and we all got a go. It
was a spectacular day and we all had heaps of fun.

4 wet-area and told us about female and male energies. He said that since our school had both females and
males, we had to have both snakes. He told us that when we die, only our body dies, your spirit lives forever.
He shared his life story, which was sad because most of his childhood he spent in the loo with the seat down
crying because people were so mean to him.

Murrindindi showed us pictures of himself and his ancestors and
dance belts that he would wear. It was made of possum fur and
emu feathers, but when you are a leader, you wear a belt with
eagle feathers. At the end of the day he thanked us for showing
so much respect and then we had a chance to buy boomerangs
that he had made himself. We could also get them signed! It
was a great day.
