NEW FACILITIES FOR RALINOA

We have just received the news that Kalinda Primary School will be gaining a wonderful Multi
Purpose Centre under the Commonwealth Government National Stimulus Package. This Multi
Purpose Centre will feature a full-sized basketball stadium with the accompanying features of
toilets, change rooms and store room. It will also feature a new music room that will open out onto
the gymnasium and to a paved exterior area which can be used as an outdoor stage. There will
also be a multifunctional space which can be used for many different things, including community
events. There will also be a new canteen area and large foyer which can also be used as a
meeting area. A design drawing is included in this newsletter on page 3.

This facility will be terrific as a new multifunction learning facility. Because of the extra areas in it
that also have sliding wall options, we can break the space into different areas for different
functions. Within the basketball court area we will be able to hold our assemblies, as well as using
the area for concerts and sporting activities. The areas will be available to community groups and
nearby schools for use as well. It will be situated near the front of the school so there is easy
access for parking and public transport along Kalinda Road.

Our current Multi Purpose Room will complement the new facility and Out of School Hours Care will
still be held in this area. PMP, dance, choir and smaller community activities will be able to be held
in this space.

A basketball stadium for sporting use and assemblies has always been a dream of School Council,
for as long as | have been at the school and before that. We certainly have the space for such a
facility but the funding for this was always out of our reach. Gaining this funding is a wonderful
bonus for our school. Council and staff are extremely excited by this development. The building
should begin in the next couple of months and we are eager to watch it grow!

This building is a state of the art facility and will certainly add to the wonderful learning opportunities
we offer at Kalinda as well as being a wonderful addition to the local community. Please watch this
newsletter for updates.

FIRE SERVICE UPGRADE

You will notice lots of digging around the school at the moment. This is our Fire Service Upgrade
and is happening all this week. The Education Department of Victoria is paying for this work and
this all needs to be completed before our new facility is built.

OTHER UPGRADES AT KALINDA

Under the Commonwealth Government National Stimulus Package, Kalinda also received a
substantial grant. With this money we are installing new electronic whiteboards, resurfacing the
basketball courts and painting around the school. Again, we would not be able to fund these things
ourselves and we are very pleased to accept the grant. Decisions will be made very soon on the
companies we are using and work will begin on these in the next few months.
