SCOOTERS 
 
There suddenly seems to be a new wave of children riding scooters to school.  I have included below our 
policy for this area.   
 

BIKE, ROLLERBLADES, SKATEBOARD AND SCOOTER POLICY  

1.  Rationale 

 

Bikes, rollerblades, skateboards and scooters are popular and are a great form of exercise, but their 

use involves considerable risk.  The school has a duty of care to ensure the safety of children at and 

on the way to and from school. 

 

The school considers that children riding bikes, rollerblades, skateboards and scooters to school are 

at risk because: 

 

¶ The school has no appropriate storage facility in which to house and secure bikes, 

skateboards or scooters once ridden to school. 

¶ The schoolsô location means that high traffic volumes increase risks for riders/skaters around 

the school grounds. 

¶ The number of exit points from our school grounds makes it difficult to supervise and ensure 

the safety of riders/skaters. 

¶ It is well recognised that young children have underdeveloped motor skills, peripheral vision 

and judgement. 

¶ Most children on bikes or scooters are of a height below that of the rear or side vision view 

of a vehicle driver, considerably increasing the danger. 

 

Children riding bikes, rollerblades, skateboards and scooters pose a risk to pedestrians within the 

school. 
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2.  Aim 

To provide a safe school environment as well as encourage safety for travel to and from school 

grounds. 

3.  Implementation 

3.1 Kalinda strongly discourages the riding of bikes, rollerblades, skateboards and scooters to 

school. 

3.2 Students cannot ride bikes, rollerblades, skateboards and scooters around the school 

buildings between 7.00am and 6.00pm except during the Bike Education Program. 

3.3 A Bike Education Program will be taught at Level 3 by a qualified teacher, when available. 

3.4 Bike or scooter riding is a great health and fitness choice when done safely so bike 

education, including road rules and safety will be part of the school curriculum. 

 

4. Evaluation 
This policy will be reviewed as part of the schoolôs 3-year review cycle.   

 

This policy was last ratified by School Council on: 14 October, 2008.

Level 3 have been preparing for the ólive link upsô by participating in ñSkypeò sessions and talking to other 
teachers and children in different classrooms around the school.  Most can tell you where Brazil is in relation 
to Australia and I know my class can certainly tell you what anacondas like to eat (Answer:- Australian 
teachers!!)  
 
I will have an active website while I am away and you can follow my expedition as I help in the Research 
Projects of Earthwatch that are focusing on Amphibians and Reptiles (1

st
 week) and then Giant River Otters 

and Neotropical Otters. (2
nd

 week).  I will be learning about them, their habitats, food sources etc. and what 
is threatening their environment and, therefore, their survival. 
 
The students will be having óLive link upsô from the Pantanal where I can tell them of my daily activities, the 
impact that human choices have on the environment and what I have learnt through the day.  I will also be 
able to answer any of their questions or find a ópassing scientistô who might help out. 
 
Feel free to ask questions, respond to the images, and most importantly just experience this amazing area 
with me.  I am so privileged to be able to bring this region into our own little corner of the world here at 
Ringwood and I hope that you enjoy the trip with me.

RECIPE OF THE WEEK! 
 

This is one of Italyôs famous soups ï rich, hearty, delicious, and economical too!  Easy to make on a 
Saturday or Sunday morning ready for lunch, and serve with fresh crusty bread or garlic bread. 

 

§ Serves 6 

§ Microwave 1 bowl recipe 

§ Store covered in refrigerator 
 

Minestrone 
 
What you need: 
 
½ cup oil 
60g butter 
2 onions, peeled and chopped 
3 carrots, finely chopped 
1 potato, peeled and chopped 
3 sticks celery, shopped 

 
2 zucchinis, chopped 
¼ cabbage, shredded 
3 cups beef stock 
2 x 400g cans peeled tomatoes 
Salt and pepper 
Parmesan cheese 

 

¶ Combine oil, butter and onion in large casserole dish (find the largest you can) and cook for 2-3 
minutes on HIGH. 

¶ Add carrots and potato. Cover and cook for 5 minutes on HIGH. 

¶ Add celery, zucchini and cabbage. Cover and cook for 3 minutes on HIGH. 

¶ Add stock, undrained tomatoes, salt and pepper.  Cook covered 15-20 minutes on HIGH, stir 
occasionally. 

¶ Serve hot, topped with parmesan cheese if desired.
