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RECIPE OF THE WEEK! 
 

Going somewhere over Easter and you need to contribute a 
 ñno-meatò dish?  Try this recipe then.  The trick is to have all your ingredients at 

the ready to put in the saucepan at the required times. 
 

§ Serves 6-8 

§ Prep Time: 20 minutes 

§ Cooking Time: 30- 40 minutes 
 

Salmon Mornay 
 
What you need: 
 
1 cup rice (cooked beforehand) 
125g butter 
1 brown onion, chopped 
½ cup plain flour 
2 and ½ cups milk 
125g grated cheddar cheese 

1/3 cup cream 
Salt and pepper 
1 teaspoon dry mustard 
2 x 235g salmon (red or pink) 
2 tablespoons lemon juice 
1 and ¼ cup breadcrumbs 
30g extra butter 

 
Place cooked rice in base of large ovenproof dish (minimum 2.8ltr) 
 
Melt butter in large saucepan and sauté onion.  Remove from heat and stir in flour until smooth.  Return to 
heat and cook stirring consistently for 2 minutes.  Remove from heat, add milk while stirring, return to heat. 
 
Stir until mixture boils and thickens.  Remove from heat (this is the last time so turn off your hotplate!) and 
add grated cheese, cream, salt and pepper, and mustard.  Once cheese has melted add drained salmon and 
lemon juice.  Mix well and pour over rice. 
 
Combine bread crumbs with butter and sprinkle over sauce. 
 
Bake in moderate oven (180ºC) for 30-40 minutes or until golden brown. 
 
 

§ As suggested above have your ingredients measured out and at the ready, it makes everything 
so much easier.  After you have drained your salmon, tip out of the tins onto a clean plate and 
break up with a fork ready to put into the saucepan (good way to dispose of the little white spiny 
bones too!).  This way the salmon should get distributed evenly throughout the sauce.

FUNDRAISING 
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Volunteers  and privacy in the school community  

As a volunteer you may occasionally access personal information of students, staff, and others in the 
school community. There are legislative requirements that p rescribe how an individualôs personal 
information can be collected, used and disclosed, stored and accessed.  Personal information includes 
health information.  

Personal Information is any information that identifies an individual; it may be enrolment 
inform ation, health or student progress information. Schools have a responsibility to ensure 
the personal information they possess is used for the purposes it was collected and is 
adequately secured.  

For example, schools may collect and display student health in formation in a secured staff room to 
ensure students receive appropriate care. The information should not be used or disclosed for other 
purposes. Similarly, schools may take some limited student information off premises when on excursions. 
Schools are obl iged to ensure personal information is secured and used for appropriate purposes.  

What do I  need to do as a volunteer?  

¶ Ensure that you have only that personal information require d  to undertake your role as a 
volunteer.   

o Ask yourself, do I need all the avai lable information, or just a part of the available information to 

undertake my role?  

¶ Ask yourself, is this information relevant to my role or the task Iôm going to do?   

¶ Donôt disclose any personal information that you may happened to have access ed  in you r 
role as a volunteer.  

o Only use personal information for the purpose it was disclosed to you in your role as a volunteer.  

¶ Ensure that persona l data is appropriately secured, particularly if it is taken off the 

school premises, e.g. medical information take n on an excursion.  

o If emailing personal information off site place the personal information in a word document and 
password protect the document. Donôt include the password in the email!  

o If taking personal information on a lap top or a memory stick out of  school, ensure all documents 
containing personal information are password protected.  

¶ If in doubt about the handling of personal information, seek advice from staff.  

o Individuals can complain to the Department  of Education and Early Childhood Development  or  the 

Victorian Privacy Commissioner if they feel their privacy has been breached.    

o If you have a question or concern about handling of the personal information in the school, speak 

to the school or call the Privacy Officer at Department of Education and E arly Childhood 
Development on 9637 3601.  

Responsible management of personal information is everyoneôs business. 
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FACTS ABOUT HEAD LICE  
 
Head lice will be a problem from time to time in Kalinda Primary School and it is important to work together 
as a school community to minimise the frustration caused by the problem. 

If your child has head lice ï tell anyone who has had head to head contact with them.  Half the people who 
have head lice never scratch their head.  If you donôt know about the head lice then they donôt know to look 
and treat for head lice. 

Head lice are not fussy about the heads they live on ï they make no consideration for income, ethnicity or 
hair colour. They live their entire lives on human heads and their entire food and water source is supplied 
from the scalp.   

Head lice have been around for many thousands of years and they will not be eradicated. 

Head lice donôt fly or jump ï they crawl from head to head.  This often happens when people play or work 
closely together 

Head lice (Pediculosis humanus capitis) are small (3-4mm) wingless insects, which are common particularly 
in school aged children.  It is estimated that 6 million American primary school aged students, equivalent to 1 
in 4 were infested with head lice in 1998. Head lice are a common problem in Australian schools and exact 
figures on the size of the problem vary. 

Eggs can be difficult to see; use a strong light (such as sunlight) and look on the hair shafts.  If you are not 
sure whether an object you find is a head louse egg, try sliding it up the hair shaft using your fingers. Eggs 
are usually quite difficult to move, whereas dandruff and other items slide easily.

We are asking all families to take the opportunity over the holidays to check their childrenôs hair thoroughly 
and regularly to try and eradicate/minimise these frustrating pests.  One of our parents at Kalinda Primary ï 
Leanne Barnes ï has again kindly offered her services to do a head lice check on all students who have 
returned their permission forms this term.  This will take place early in Term 2.
