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Casual Dress Day Appeal to Raise Funds for the
2009 Victorian Bushfire Tragedy

Friday 13" February - Gold Coin Donation

I cannot express in words how horrendous the last 6 days have been for Victorians. These tragic
bushfires have affected us all and Victorians feel a terrible sense of grief, loss, disbelief, and
vulnerability along with a strong feeling of wanting to help and not knowing how. Also the bushfires
are still very volatile and the danger of further loss is very real indeed.

In the last couple of days there have been many suggestions of ways to contribute to help those
who have suffered through the fires. | certainly believe we, as a community, should work together
to provide support. It will take many months, indeed years, for these communities to re-establish, if
they do at all. These people will need help for a very long time. Also the Emergency Service
workers need acknowledgement of the wonderful job they are doing. At the moment the
Emergency Centres have enough clothing and goods and | am sure many of you have already
donated many of these things so we will not immediately be calling for these. Last night our School
Council discussed a range of options so that we could help those affected by the fires over an
extended period of time., supporting the Department of Education and Early Childhood
Development (DEECD) and Red Cross relief efforts.

Yesterday the Victorian government established the 2009 Victorian Bushfire Appeal Fund, in
partnership with the Australian Government and Red Cross, to provide vital support to those
parents and students affected by the bushfires.

To provide support for this fund all schools are asked to participate in a casual dress day on Friday
13" February (this Friday). In exchange for a gold coin donation, all students are encouraged
to wear casual dress on this day. DEECD has established a bank account for schools to deposit
the funds raised. Kalinda will certainly be supporting this activity and will be planning some other
ways we can support these students and families in the future.

As time goes on, many people in our community will realise that they have lost family and friends
through these fires. Events like this certainly do take their toll on us as individuals and as members
of communities. | have included in this newsletter an article from the Australian Psychological
Society (through Parents Online) advising parents about ways that they could deal with this
situation with their children. It is very good information and the strategies they suggest can be used
in other situations, not only dealing with our bushfires. If there are any families who feel that they
would like further access to counselling or need guidance in accessing community agencies, please
contact the school and we can help you source the support agencies.

Also, if anybody has children staying with them who have been involved in the bushfires and no
longer have a home or a school to go to, please ring Kalinda or the Education Department and we
will certainly welcome these children in our school and provide support for them, even if they are
only staying with you for a short time. During these times children will need safety, security,
comfort and routine, and we certainly can provide all that.

These tragedies make us so aware of how much we love our own families. Give lots of hugs and
words of love, I certainly am with my boys, even in

As part of our Quality Beginning this morning Stuart McLean organised a school orientation course for our
children in Levels 2 to 4, as well as staff and various other members of our school community. All the children
met on the basketball court, each knowing the number of their group from 1 to 26. Each of these groups had a
grade 6 leader who had a checklist of questions regarding various parts of the school. They each set off to a
different area of the school to begin their tour. As each group arrived in an area, such as the sandpit, the grade
6 leader discussed with them the usage of that area, the safety features, who is allowed to use that area, how to
use it properly and how we can all take care of it. Then they would move on to another area and go through
similar questions. By making it multi-age and involving all staff, as well as parents in our community, this activity
helped everybody get a sense of community and pride in our school.
