WORKS HAPPENING AROUND

NAPLAN

NAPLAN reports are going home to families of Years 3 and 5 students this afternoon. At Kalinda we have a
comprehensive assessment and reporting program and NAPLAN is just one element of this process.
NAPLAN is an assessment that is now conducted Australia-wi de and it provides
learning at a certain period in time. The tests were conducted in May of this year over a three day period
and, therefore, is affected by many variables. Quite a few children were ill during that time and so may not
have completed parts of the NAPLAN, or perhaps any of the test. Some children, although we had test
practice, may have been feeling very nervous during this test. NAPLAN is mostly a multiple choice test and
this sometimes confuses children.

UNSMART

SunSmart has advised us that UV Index levels are on the rise again so please make sure you are ready to
Slip, Slop, Slap, Seek and Slide to keep well protected from the sun in Term 4.

Whenever UV Index levels reach 3 and above they are strong enough to damage eyes and skin and lead to
skin cancer. To keep you and your family well protected use a combination of the SunSmart Outside 5:

1. Slip on some sun-protective clothing 1 that covers as much skin as possible

2. Slop on SPF30+ sunscreen i make sure it is broad spectrum and water resistant. Put it on 20
minutes before you go outdoors and every two hours afterwards.

3. Slap onahati that protects your face, head, neck and ears

4. Seek shade

5. Slide on some sunglasses i make sure they meet Australian Standards
