From the   Assistant Principalé.. 

 
Our parent partnerships continue to work well!  Over the past few weeks I have had many 
opportunities to speak with parents on a broad range of issues about their children.  Throughout 
these conversations I have been heartened by the positive approach all parents have taken to 
support their childrenôs education. This positive and open communication allows us to form real 
partnerships, which continues to be a huge strength for our school; therefore, I thank you all.  
Another example of the great partnerships we have with parents is the 3-Way Conferences 
occurring across the school throughout this week and next.  As you know this is a great opportunity 
to share in the successes and achievements of the first semester and talk about the new goals and 
expectations for the semester ahead.  
 
In this era of educational change, there is a constant expectation that our staff remain at the cutting 
edge of educational initiatives as they emerge. Much of this Professional Development occurs 
outside of school hours; however, there are times when a member of a teaching team is required to 
attend during the school day as part of DEECD expectations. As part of this process, the new 
information is shared amongst other members of their teams and is usually embedded on a whole 
school basis. A recent example of this is our Interactive White Board training which was delivered 
over two consecutive nights in order for staff to utilise the new technology in their classrooms 
immediately. (A huge thank you to Dave Mithen for organising this P.D. and providing continued 
support for teachers and students.)  
 
Thank you to our future parents who have enrolled their children to be part of our community in 
2010.  We will now begin working with the pre-school teachers and child care centres in a number 
of areas to make sure transition to school is as smooth and seamless as possible.  As part of this 
process our prep and pre-school teachers will be using the new transition pack developed by 
DEECD in the months ahead.  Our grade six transition and graduation processes are also well 
underway and parents will be notified regarding their childôs secondary college placements soon.
