Introduction of the Victorian Student Number  
 
Our school is working with the Department of Education and Early Childhood Development 
(DEECD) to allocate a Victorian Student Number (VSN) to each student at the school. 
 
The VSN is a student identification number that is being assigned to all students in government and 
non-government schools, and students in Vocational Education and Training Institutions.  The 
number, which is unique to each student, will be used as a key identifier on a studentôs school 
records, and will remain with the student throughout his or her education, until reaching the age of 
25.  The VSN is nine digits long, randomly assigned and tied to stable information about the student 
(name, gender, date of birth).   
 
The introduction of the VSN will provide the capability to accurately detect patterns of student 
movement through, and departure from, the Victorian education and training system.  It will greatly 
improve the collection and analysis of timely and accurate data about education in Victoria.  The 
Department collects information to track improvements made to the education system, identify 
areas that require further improvement, and to analyse trends and identify future needs.  The VSN 
will improve the accuracy, reliability and completeness of this information, providing a better basis 
for assessing needs and developing policies to meet them.   
 
You will see the VSN appear on student report cards, enrolment confirmations and exit 
confirmations.

SCIENCE AND I.C.T.  

Level 4 will be looking at science and ICT in their unit How Can Technology Help Us Record Science? As a 
preliminary exercise, the students were placed into random groups of 5 across the level, where they had to 
create a scenario that would explain an experiment to help their dilemma. Ms. Salmon had organised each 
group to have a ómystery bagô that contained a lemon, 3 wires, plasticine, a pipe-cleaner and 3 cotton wool 
balls. Students were then given a battery and a small light globe.  
 
It was incredibly interesting to see the students work out a problem and then a solution that was feasible. 
Some of them were very imaginative! This is the essence of science ï looking at the world we live in and 
deciphering how something works or looking at ways to improve situations. 
 
In their writerôs notebook, students then drew a grid where they answered the questions: ñWhat is a 
scientist?ò ñWhat is science?ò What is ICT?ò This is an interesting way to look at their pre-knowledge, and as 
you can imagine, there were quite a few stereotypes! After this activity, the classes wrote a joint reflection on 
those responses as a punctuation exercise. Was your idea of the questions above similar? 

Everyone in the grade (except for Alannah) drew their scientist as a man.  Quite a few of the class drew their 
scientist with crazy hair, goggles, a clip board, gloves, lab coat and a light bulb above his head. 

In reality a scientist can be anyone, even anyone in this room.  We didnôt wear anything like that yesterday 
when we were experimenting with a mystery bag of everyday things, which makes us scientists! 

We wrote that science is the study of nature, or what things are and how they are and how things work.  It 
can prevent, help, kill and cure things and make new products; and itôs what happens when you put different 
things together. 

We said that I.C.T. stands for Information Computer Technology; Interactive Computer Technology; 
International Computer Technology; Integrated Computer Technology or International Communication 
Technology. 

I.C.T really stands for Information Communication Technology, because computers are used for both 
information and communication.

RECIPE OF THE WEEK! 

 
Now that we are in Term 4, time is going to fly by with the lead up to Christmas 

and the end of 2009, so this term the focus will be on recipes that are Easy, 
Economical and/or Entertaining! 

 

§ Serves: 6 

§ Preparation Time: 5 minutes 

§ Cooking Time: 2 hours 
 

Slow Roasted Beef 

 
 
What you need:   ¼ cup olive oil 

2 lemons, juiced 
1 tablespoon dried oregano 
1.2kg beef blade roast 

 
Preheat oven to 160ºC or 140ºC fan. 
 
Mix together oil, lemon juice and oregano in a large bowl.  Season with salt and pepper to taste.  Add beef 
and turn to coat.   
 
Place beef and marinade in an oven bag and use tie to seal tightly.  Place in a baking dish and bake for 
2 hours, until beef falls apart. 
 
Pour marinade juices from oven bag into a small saucepan.  Simmer for 8-10 minutes until slightly reduced.  
Drizzle sauce over roast and carve thickly.  Serve with vegetables of your choice.
