RECIPE OF THE WEEK! 
 

§ Serves: 4 - 6 
 

Spinach and Rice Salad 
 

What you need:  1 & ½ cups vegetable stock 
1 cup long grain rice 
½ red onion, finely sliced 
100g baby spinach leaves 
½ cup toasted slivered almonds 
2 tablespoons olive oil 
1 tablespoon lemon juice 
Freshly cracked pepper to taste 

 
Place stock into a medium saucepan, stir in rice.  Bring to the boil then reduce heat to low. Cover and cook 
for 12-15 minutes or until rice is tender and stock has been absorbed. 
 
Place rice into a large serving bowl and stir through sliced onion and allow to cool for 10 minutes.  Add baby 
spinach and almonds. 
 
In a jug or bowl, combine oil and lemon juice and season to taste with pepper.  Pour over the rice salad and 
toss gently to combine.
