250g mushrooms, sliced

2 tablespoons sour cream
2 teaspoons French mustard
1 tablespoon lemon juice

6 shallots
1 tomato
4 rashers bacon

1% Lettuce, shredded

2 tablespoons chopped parsley

Shred lettuce coarsely, place in salad bowl. Sprinkle uncooked frozen peas over lettuce.

Slice hard boiled eggs and place over peas together with finely sliced mushrooms. Then spread over grated
